The End Times:

In the first three chapters of the book of The Revelation of Jesus Christ to John, he writes a cover letter to seven churches of Roman Asia.  From faithful Ephesus to faithless Laodicea.  YHWH, through The Christ, has sent John a vision of the end of this evil age and the beginning of the new age when God will reign.  The time will come when God will purify Israel, The Church, humanity, and the world.  The churches believe that they are already serving The Christ, but not one is pure enough.
From the time of Jesus' final departure, His followers believed that the end of the evil age in which they lived, was immanent, and that all of the prophesies of old would be fulfilled in their lifetime.  "Now is the day of salvation" (2 Corinthians 6:2).  Be patient, the coming of the Lord is near (James 5:8).  The end of all things is near (1 Peter 4:7).  It is the last hour (1 John 2:18).  "I am coming soon" (Revelation 22:7).  We are in view of His appearing and the kingdom (2 Timothy 4:1).
This generation will not pass away until the Son of Man comes on the clouds (Matthew 24:34, Luke 21:32).  Some here will not taste death until they see the Son of Man come in the kingdom of God (Mark 9:1, Luke 9:27, Matthew 16:28).  The Son of Man will come before the Gospel is proclaimed in all the towns of Israel (Matthew 10:23).  Before He comes, however, the Good News must be proclaimed to all nations (Mark 13:10) and even throughout the world (Matthew 24:14).

Until He comes, life will go on as before (Matthew 24:37-39) and the time is so short until His return, that The Church should not try to change what is evil (Revelation 22:11).  After all, the spirit of the antichrist is already in the world (1 John 4:2-3).  He is the liar who denies The Father AND The Son (1 John 2:22).  God sends them a delusion, so that the wicked will believe what is false (2 Thessalonians 2:11), yet those who call on the name of the Lord will be saved (Joel 2:32).
The Day of the Lord will come upon ALL the earth (Luke 21:35), and will be distressing (2 Timothy 3:1).  There will be a time of trouble before the end (Daniel 12:1).  The Day of the Lord will come like a thief (2 Peter 3:10) in the night (1 Thessalonians 5:2).  No one but The Father knows the day or hour (Mark 13:32, Matthew 24:36).
The followers of The Christ wait for a new heaven and a new earth (2 Peter 3:13).  But the scroll, which describes the end times, which was revealed to Daniel, was 'sealed' until the end (Daniel 12:4).

But from the perspective of my reality, facing the 21st century, the end of that evil age has not yet come.  As a follower of Jesus, I look forward not to the purifying (which is likely to be extremely uncomfortable), but to being with my Lord and Father in the eternal kingdom.  So I ask the question:  What does the Word of God say will happen, and what is likely to happen to me?
I have twice read the entire Bible searching specifically for ANY phrase that was looking toward the future.  Then I examined history as we know it, or even as we speculate it to have been, from the perspective of the year 2000 AD.  Using a 'reasonable' perspective, I then made a determination as to whether or not the 'future phrase' had been accomplished.
A "true prophet" is ones whos message from God comes true (Jeremiah 28:9), though predictions can be altered because the future is not "written in stone" (Jeremiah 18:7-10 and Jonah 3:10).  If it had not been accomplished in fact, or if it could still be accomplished through the application of another 'reasonable' (not esoteric) method of interpretation, then I considered it to be an unfulfilled prophecy (Job 33:14).
Then I began to examine The Revelation of Jesus Christ to John, to see if these 'prophecies' could be reasonably merged into The Apocalypse.  I choose to ignore any material outside the Bible, except the historical records.  Then I examined numerous commentaries on Revelation, followed by some books that concern the 'end times'.

The following is MY interpretation of the material.

For purpose of the study, there are two working assumptions about John.  First, John is not "writing" The Apocalypse as much as he is trying to put in writing what was revealed to him.  And second, as most who read John's writings agree, John writes cyclically (introducing a subject, leaving it, and returning again).  But cyclical is not necessarily sequential, or, in the case of The Apocalypse, chronological.  It is often the same subject looked at from a different perspective.
Chapter four describes how John, on the island of Patmos, was caught up into Heaven.  There he saw the throne of YHWH.
In Chapter five John notices a scroll with seven seals, and is happy to discover that the Lord Jesus is found worthy to break the seals of the scroll.  This will begin the process that will end this evil age and lead to the Eternal Kingdom.  This is the scroll that Daniel was told to seal up and not reveal (Dan 12:4).

[From MY perspective, the Great Tribulation began with the ascension of The Christ, and the arrival of the Holy Spirit.  Jesus had repeatedly called people to have faith in God despite appearances to the contrary, just as He had done [Luke 4:1-13, Luke 23:35-37] during His life.  Because the 'end' did not arrive, the followers of The Christ were faced with doubt.  God seemed to have lost control, and evil now seemed to be in control.  Now generation, after generation, after generation, after generation....would be asked to have faith and to look forward to the coming Kingdom, despite persecutions, prosperity, and doubts.  The True Church is being tested.]
FIRST SEAL:

Revelation 6:1-2.  Even as John watched, the first seal was broken.  God would allow war among nations.   There would be no lasting peace.
SECOND SEAL:

Revelation 6:3-4.  If war from outside was not upon the nations, then the second seal was broken to allow civil war, terrorism, and anarchy upon the inhabitances of the nations.  People could not trust each other and could therefore have no true lasting peace.

THIRD SEAL:

Revelation 6:5-6.  The chaotic conditions caused by people, along with the forces of the natural world, would bring on famines, droughts, floods, hurricanes, and other forces of nature, as the third broken seal revealed, where an adult could barely earn enough in a full day to feed just one person.
FOURTH SEAL:

Revelation 6:7-8.  And then, with the fourth seal broken, we are led to understand that sickness, disease, and pestilence would also be allowed by God to afflict the world, and that at least one of every four people on earth, over the course of history, would likely die from one of these causes.  [Few indeed have lived an 'easy life' and died 'at peace' and in the faith.]
In all these afflictions the people of God will have the opportunity to exercise their faith.  How can God allow such suffering?  Where is the justice of God?  Is God dead?  All the time the adversary is trying to foster doubt.  And thus it has been for the last 2000 years.  Truly a Great Tribulation.  So few today have faith!  So many are the misguided, the doubters, the scoffers, the antagonists, and the idolaters.  As Jesus once said to us, "Enter through the narrow gate; for the gate is wide and the road [of doubt] is easy that leads to destruction, and there are many who take it.  For the gate is narrow and the road [of faith] is hard that leads to life, and there are few who find it [Matthew 7:13-14]."

FIFTH SEAL:

Revelation 6:9-11.  When the fifth seal is opened, John sees, under the heavenly altar, all of those who, since the beginning of time, have been martyred for their commitment to follow YHWH.  They call out for the justice that will avenge their deaths.  God will not forgive those who killed believers, because they did so knowing that those they tortured and killed had committed themselves to God.  The martyrs know that vengeance belongs to God's wrath (Romans 12:19) so they wait until God's wrath begins and no more followers of YHWH will be killed because of their faith.
SIXTH SEAL:

Revelation 6:12-17.  When the sixth seal is broken the shockwave will be felt over the entire earth, and announce that the Day of God's wrath is going to begin.  Those on earth will be scared because of what has happened to the planet, but won't understand, without an interpreter, that this is the beginning of the end of this evil age.
Joel predicted that the sun and moon would be affected by God, as a sign, before the Day of the Lord arrived (Joel 2:30-31), as did Isaiah (Isaiah 13:10).  Jesus told Peter, James, John and Andrew that what happens to the sun, moon, and stars would be God's announcement of His impending wrath, and that immediately afterward the Son of Man would appear (Matthew 24:29-30).

John reports that mountains and islands throughout the world will be shaken.  Many will try to find shelter and some will seek a quick death rather then face an unstable earth, hunger, drought, disease, and anarchy.  It is going to be so terrible that Malachi wondered, "who can endure the day of His coming [Malachi 3:2]?"
144,000:

Revelation 7:1-8, 14:1-5.  As John continued to look at the earth, he realized that no wind is blowing.  Then he heard the archangel Michael, who spoke with God's authority, stop the angels that were about to descend to earth to damage it.  It was necessary that 144,000 Jews be sealed (Daniel 12:1).

Just then John noticed The Christ on the heavenly Mount Zion.  And the 144,000 were marked with two names.  YHWH and Christ.  Over the centuries these "Messianic Jews" had come to believe in Jesus as The Messiah.  And they will be the only Jews that can sing the song sung in heaven:  "To the one seated on the throne and to the Lamb be blessing and honor and glory and might forever and ever!" [Revelation 5:13]
The 144,000 were the first fruits of The Gospel as proclaimed by The Apostles, and now act as The Christ's honor guard.  They accepted The Gospel as the fulfillment of The Torah, and God holds them blameless and righteous.

MULTITUDE:
Revelation 7:9-17.  Then John became aware of a huge multitude of people.  He could not even begin to estimate how many there were.  They are called by another name (Isaiah 65:15), maybe "Christian", and seemed to be from every nation and ethnic group on earth (many of which he did not recognize).  They were righteous Gentile followers of The Christ that would die in The Faith during the Great Tribulation that was just beginning.  Their troubles were over (Isaiah 49:10), The Christ is their shepherd [Psalm 23], they would experience no more sorrow (Isaiah 25:8), and they would enjoy the refreshing springs of life (Isaiah 49:10).

SEVENTH SEAL:
Revelation 8:1-2.  When The Lamb broke the seventh seal, John expected the 'storms of wrath' to rage.  But instead there was silence.  All in heaven was silent before the Lord God [Zephaniah 1:7].  Here was a time for reflection.  All should consider what is important in life.  During this time John noticed the gathering of seven angels and the fact that they were each given a trumpet.
FIRST ANGEL:

Revelation 14:6-7, 10:1-11.  John was distracted from watching the seven angels, when he saw a "mighty angel" in the sky (between heaven and earth).  It was wrapped in a storm cloud with a rainbow over it.  The angel's face was bright and his legs like pillars of fire, like the angel that appeared to Daniel (Daniel 10:6).  In his hand was a little scroll that contained the eternal Gospel for every nation and people on earth.  The Gospel of Faith.

The angel gave a shout, and seven 'thunders' echoed a threat.  But, as John learned later, God had chosen not to inflict the seven thunders on earth.  God would cut short the time of wrath, or else no one would get through that time (Matthew 24:22).  So John was instructed not to reveal what the seven thunders had threatened.
Then the angel declared that the hour of judgment had come and that there would be no more delays.  There would be no stopping it now.  And John was overjoyed, knowing what awaited the believers, though he felt sick knowing what awaited those who would not believe.  That bittersweet message reminded him of his predecessor Ezekiel [Ezekiel 3:1-3].

SECOND ANGEL:
Revelation 14:8, 18:1-20.  Then John saw a "splendid angel" in the sky.  A very bright angel that had descended from heaven.  He spoke with a voice that could be heard on earth, and proclaimed that "Babylon" is doomed [Isaiah 21:9] because 'she' had encouraged the nations of the earth to seek pleasures [Jeremiah 51:7].

Then the voice of The Christ could be heard, calling to all of God's people, to "come out" of "Babylon" [Jeremiah 51:45], to avoid the temptations, and to flee the judgment about to be inflicted.

THIRD ANGEL:
Revelation 14:9-11, 18:21-24.  Then John saw another "mighty angel" in the sky.  He lifted a huge stone and threw it into the Mediterranean Sea where the people of "Babylon", especially those who persecuted God's people, could see it.  This is a warning!  "Babylon" will be destroyed violently.  Those who become followers of Satan, or bow to his authority, will experience God's wrath.  Do not, for any reason, give your lives over to Satan in any way, or even you, who see yourselves as believers, will follow Satan to eternal torment.

ENDURANCE:
Revelation 14:12-13.  John, as he writes, is reminded of the believers of his day, and pauses his account to encourage them to endure the hardships rather than accept the 'mark of the beast'.  John remembered that at some time in his vision, he had heard a voice declare that those who would "die in the Lord" would be blessed.  We will find rest from our labors.

SICKELS:
Revelation 14:14-16.  John picks up his account again, remembering that he then saw the Son of Man surrounded by the glory of God.  The Son of Man has authority!  From inside the heavenly Temple, where YHWH dwells, came a messenger.  God instructed the Son of Man to harvest the earth of all believers.

RAPTURE:
Because the day of the Lord's wrath is about to begin, God has seen to the removal of the believers, so that they will not experience His wrath.  What John had seen in heaven, would now happen on earth.

Jesus had promised to prepare a place for us and to come and take believers there (John 14:3).  Daniel prophesied that one like a human, would come with the clouds, to the Ancient of Days (YHWH) (Daniel 7:13-14).  A sign will appear in the heavens that all nations will see (Matthew 24:30), and then the Son of Man will come in glory (cloud) and power (Mark 13:26, Luke 21:27, Matthew 24:30).  We are even told by God's messengers that we will see Jesus come as the disciples saw him go (Acts 1:10-11).
The coming of the Son of Man will be obvious (Matthew 24:27, Luke 17:24).  He will appear, and send out angels to gather the elect (Mark 13:27, Matthew 24:31).  Then there will be the sound as of a trumpet (Matthew 24:31).  Then the dead will be raised (1 Corinthians 15:52, 1 Thessalonians 4:16) on the 'last day' (John 6:40).  The dead shall live again (Isaiah 26:19) with spiritual bodies (1 Corinthians 15:44).
Those who will be raised on the last day will be those whom The Father has drawn to faith, through The Christ (John 6:44), and who eat the body and blood (John 6:54).

But not all believers will have died, but all will be changed (1 Corinthians 15:51).  For those still living, stand up and raise your head (Luke 21:28).  DO NOT deny the Son of Man in this life!  Remember that those who were ashamed of Him during their life (Mark 8:38), the Son of Man will be ashamed of them when He comes in glory (Luke 9:26).

Those who are alive when He appears will be 'caught up' to meet the Lord (1 Thessalonians 4:17).  When He is revealed, we will be like Him (1 John 3:2).  And we will receive crowns of authority when he appears (1 Peter 5:4).  He is 'coming soon' (John 14:18) according to God's own time.

But why at this time will God's people be removed?  Jesus promised to rescue us from God's wrath (1 Thessalonians 1:10, Romans 5:9) because of our works (Revelation 3:10).
Revelation 14:17-20.  At the same time [Joel 3:13] that the Son of Man is harvesting believers, an angel, sent by God, will come out of the heavenly temple, with the ability to harvest also.  He will receive encouragement from the martyrs.  He will gather those upon whom the wrath of God will fall.  There are many, and it will be bloody.  John saw blood cover the land of Canaan many feet deep.
THE DAY OF THE LORD:
Revelation 8:2-4, 15:1-4.  John's focus returned to the seven angels that had been given the seven trumpets.  Now he realized that they each also had a bowl that contained a plague of God's wrath.  Those believers, who had withstood the pressures of Satan, sang the praises of The Father and The Son.  Then John saw an angel with a huge dish [censer] approach the heavenly altar, where he filled it full of the prayers of the martyrs, which he then offered to God.  It was time to answer their prayers.
WRATH:

Revelation 8:5.  Then the angel filled the dish with the fire of the vengeance of the martyrs and threw it onto the earth.  This is the beginning of the day (Isaiah 2:12) of the wrath of God, against those who decided against The Father, against The Christ, and those who remained undecided (Romans 1:18).  Now God would take revenge on those who afflicted believers (2 Thessalonians 1:6).  This would be a time of true anguish for them all [Daniel 12:1].

TWO WITNESSES APPEAR:

Revelation 11:1-6.  At this time, John notices that two witnesses had appeared in Jerusalem.  The Jews were examined ["measured"] to find out if they have been true to the covenant they made with YHWH.  Then, for the next 3 1/2 years, while Gentiles control Jerusalem, the witnesses will remain in Jerusalem to call all people to repent.  One is like Elijah (Malachi 4:5) who twice called down fire from heaven [1 Kings 18:36-38, 2 Kings 1:9-10].  And the other is like Moses (Deuteronomy 18:15) who turned the waters of the Nile River into blood [Exodus 7:20].  And no one will be allowed to kill them until their time is up.

TRUMPETS AND BOWLS:

Revelation 8:6, 15:5-8.  Then the seven angels with the seven plagues and the seven trumpets came from God's heavenly temple.  God's anger burned hot in the temple, and none could enter.  God would accept NO pleads for mercy until His wrath was expended.

FIRST TRUMPET/BOWL:

Revelation 8:7, 16:1-2.  The seven angels were told to begin.  The first angel sounded his trumpet and poured his plague on the earth.  There will be hail that will smash into people, and leave bloody bodies.  Meanwhile lightening will start fires all over the earth, burning trees and grass.  And those who have yielded authority to Satan will catch a disease that will cause foul and painful sores.  The two witnesses will informed the people that this is God's wrath, and encouraged them to repent.  But the science of medicine will be able to explain the pandemic and give some relief from the symptoms, and life will go on.
SECOND TRUMPET/BOWL:
Revelation 8:8-9, 16:3.  Then the second angel blew his trumpet and poured his bowl onto the salt water seas.  It will fall through the sky like a volcano erupting.  A great many of the creatures will die immediately from the heat, and a great many ships will be sunk.  But the seas will become clogged and thick with material, and before long all of the sea creatures will die.  But to those on earth it will be explained as a natural disaster and folks will adjust, and ignore the 'religious fanatics' in Jerusalem.

THIRD TRUMPET/BOWL:
Revelation 8:10-11, 16:4-7.  Then the third angel blew his trumpet and poured his bowl.  An asteroid will smash into the earth and punched a whole in the mantle.  Particulate matter will clog the fresh water lakes, rivers and streams while the underground sources will became polluted from released gasses.  The drinking water will become bitter from the dissolved minerals and drought and thirst will sweep the nations.  Many will die from the affected "wormwood" water [Jeremiah 9:15].
But the wealthy will pay to filter and purify their water so that they do not have to drink the bitter water.  The astronomers will have "seen it coming" and they knew that its trajectory had been established tens of thousands of years earlier.  One could safely rule out any "divine intervention".

FOURTH TRUMPET/BOWL:

Revelation 8:12, 16:8-9.  As John watched, the fourth angel blew his trumpet and poured his bowl.  A cloud of smoke will arise from the earth and spread out enough to cover a third of the sky, and the cloud will take a full eight hours to pass each day.  At the same time the atmosphere will heat up significantly.  [I admit that I cannot yet imagine how this could happen.]
The two witnesses will call folks to repent.  Those who had been 'religious', but not true believers, and had therefore been left behind, will blame God for their situation, still refusing to trust in God.

EAGLE:

Revelation 8:13.  Then John saw an eagle, or vulture, soaring high in the sky, announcing the three woes that would accompany the last three trumpets.

FIFTH TRUMPET/BOWL:

FIRST WOE:

Revelation 9:1-12, 16:10-11.  The fifth angel then blew his trumpet and poured his bowl.  An angel will be given the key to the 'bottomless pit' where demons are kept imprisoned.  The smoke from the pit will, by then, cover the planet, and the earth will be plunged into darkness (Amos 5:18).

Within days the sensory deprivation will drive some to gnaw their own tongues for stimulation, it will be so dark.  And then, in the darkness, will come demons that will torment all who were not marked by God [which will be just about everyone].  John could see what the demons looked like, but the people facing the plague in the darkness, will not see.  For five months, the life of a locust plague, the torment will continue.
Most people will stubbornly refuse to believe that a god that would allow such suffering is a just god, and they will think that someone ought to shut up those two 'so called' witnesses.

SIXTH TRUMPET/BOWL:

SECOND WOE:

Revelation 9:13-19, 16:12-16.  Then the sixth angel blew his trumpet and poured his bowl on the Euphrates River, and it dried up.  And a voice came from the altar commanding the release of the armies of four nations whose armies combined to number 200 million.

They will be led by three great liars who, as they march westward, will convince nation after nation, that the only way to stop the suffering of their people, will be to attack and destroy the new believers that dwell in Canaan.  As they march they will attacked any nation that does not fully support them.  They will also kill any individual who tries to avoid joining their army or who now turn to God for help.  Many millions will be killed as the armies work their ways toward their selected rendezvous:  the Valley of Megiddo, in northern Canaan, where God will gather them (Zephaniah 3:8).

John warned the believers of his day, and those who would be living through the Great Tribulation, to be ready at all times.  Have faith in The Father and The Son, and do not submit to Satan.  For those who will wait until they are suffering under the wrath of God, John encouraged them to put their trust in God.  They will continue to suffer, however, until God's wrath is expended.
TWO WITNESSES DEPART:
Revelation 11:7-14.  Even as the armies are released to cross the dry Euphrates river bed, John is aware that the two witnesses, their ministry complete, will be killed by representatives of Satan.  Their bodies will lay in the street, and the people will have parties, and refuse to allow the witnesses to be buried.

But after 3 1/2 days God will suddenly return them to life, and lift them up into the sky to the glory of God.  And Jerusalem will be shaken.  Buildings will fall and people die.  The people will be terrified and admit that it must be an action of God's.

NO REPENTANCE:

Revelation 9:20-21.  John then notes that despite all that had gone on, the vast majority of people persisted in their chosen paths.  They will not admit to any mistakes, any wrong actions, any wrong thinking, any wrong goals or ideals.  They will refuse to submit to anyone but their own individuality.  They will continue to believe that they are gods.
SEVENTH TRUMPET/BOWL:

THIRD WOE:

Revelation 11:15-18, 16:17-20.  When the seventh angel blew his trumpet and poured his bowl, there was a tremendously loud cheering in heaven, as a truly great quake struck the earth and tore apart not only "Babylon", but the large cities of the other nations as well.  "Babylon" will be destroyed.
Islands will vanish under the sea, as will the city of Tyre (Ezekiel 26:19), and no mountain will be seen in the area.  Damascus (Isaiah 17:1-2), Mt. Seir and Moab (Ezekiel 35:9), Ammon (Zephaniah 2:9), Edom (Isaiah 34:9-10), Hazor (Jeremiah 49:33), and Babylon (Isaiah 13:19-20, Jeremiah 50:39-40) will all be deserted forever.
"It is done!" said God.  His wrath had been expended.  Now the kingdoms of the world would soon become the Kingdom of God.  The Lord will reign.  Then it will be 'time for The Judgment".  The reason for God's call for faith will have been revealed (Revelation 10:7).

HEAVENLY TEMPLE OPENED:
Revelation 11:19, 16:21.  Then God will open the heavenly temple and the heavenly Ark of the Covenant will be seen.  And God will be present.  And on earth hail, weighing as much as 100 pounds, will fall from the sky.  And those who remain, especially the armies gathered in the valley of Megiddo, will curse God.

CELEBRATION IN HEAVEN:

Revelation 19:1-9.  Meanwhile, in heaven, everyone will be celebrating.  Justice will have been served and the martyrs will have been avenged.  "Babylon" is destroyed and the marriage of The Christ and The Church will soon take place.  Don't you hope that you are invited to the marriage feast?

THE CHRIST'S GLORY:

Revelation 19:11-16.  As John watched, the heavens opened and he saw The Christ in His glory.  Jesus had been faithful and true.  The Word of God was prepared for battle, to judge, and to rule.  There was the King of kings and the Lord of lords, ready, with the armies of God, to return to earth!  He has authority and power, and He will execute the last of The Father's wrath [Isaiah 63:1-6] on those forces that remain in active opposition to His Father's will.

GREAT BATTLE:
Revelation 19:17-21, 20:1-3.  John knew that a great battle would soon take place, when he saw an angel, and heard him call out for the scavenger birds of the sky to gather to feast on the bodies of the gathered armies.  The armies at Megiddo will begin their march south toward Jerusalem.

Then Jesus will appeared on earth with the angels of the army of God, with all the martyrs, and with all of the believers (1 Thessalonians 3:13, 4:14).  The armies of Satan will capture Jerusalem, as the Lord and His army take their stand on the Mount of Olives (Zechariah 14:2-5) east of the city.

Then the battle will be joined in the Valley of Jehoshaphat, south of Jerusalem, and the armies of the Word of God will slaughter the armies of Satan without mercy (Joel 3:1-3), inflicting God's vengeance on the unbelievers (2 Thessalonians 1:7-8).

During the battle, the conquering Christ will send a disease that will rot the living flesh of the unbelievers Satan's army, and they will kill each other (Zechariah 14:12-13).  Even those who flee the slaughter will be pursued and killed, and the scavenger birds will feast on the dead.  Egypt will be uninhabited for 40 years (Ezekiel 29:11) and never again rule another nation (Ezekiel 29:15).
But the beast and the false prophet, who had led the armies, will be captured and, without hesitation, or mercy, will be thrown into the sulfur lake of fire, where they will be tormented for eternity, as the penalty of God's justice (Isaiah 66:16).

Satan also will be captured.  He will be bound, unable to escape, and imprisoned in the bottomless pit, away from people.  There is yet a task that Satan must perform for God, and he will remain imprisoned until that time.

BELIVERS SORTED:
Revelation 22:12-13.  John then watched while The Christ sat on a throne to 'judge' all believers (2 Corinthians 5:10).  The Father has declared that The Christ will judge believers (Acts 10:42) and will judge our innermost thoughts (Romans 2:16).  Judgment will begin with believers (1 Peter 4:17).

But this is not so much a judgment as it is a sorting, because there will be no condemnation for those in Christ Jesus (Romans 8:1).  Our deeds will 'follow us' if we die in the Lord (Revelation 14:13).  The Christ will assess our deeds (Romans 2:6).  Those to whom much was given, much will be expected (Luke 12:48) and teachers, and other leaders, will be judged more strictly (James 3:1).  Each of us was entrusted with talents.  We will be rewarded based on how we used our talents (Matthew 25:14-30), and each of us will receive position and authority in the coming kingdom (1 Corinthians 3:8).

THOUSAND YEAR KINGDOM:
Revelation 20:4-6.  Then John looked onto the earth and saw the First Resurrection.  The Apostles were given thrones of primary authority.  Not the angels (Hebrews 2:5), but those who had been martyred, the 144,000 Messianic Jews, the multitude from the great tribulation that had not bowed to Satan, and those who had been caught up to meet the Lord, all came to life and will be given authority to rule with The Christ (Revelation 2:26) over those who survived the wrath of God.  The believers, as priests of God (Isaiah 61:6) and The Christ, will have authority under The Christ as he reigns for a thousand years on earth.

The wrath of God had done considerable damage to the earth's environment.  There are no mountains or islands around where "Babylon" had been.  Buildings everywhere had been damaged or destroyed.  Crops had failed.  The seas will be 'thick' and contain NO living creatures.  Fresh water will be scarce.  Floods and droughts will be significant problems.

But in Christ's Kingdom there will be no sorrow.  People will live to be a thousand years old.  They will build houses and turn the earth into a productive garden.  And there will be peace and work (Isaiah 65:19-25).  We will be a kingdom of priests (Rev 5:10).
God desires that those who survive His wrath will have a last chance to repent and to become true believers.  The remnant of the nations that survived the wrath of God, will serve the believers, or perish (Isaiah 60:12), and the survivors will make an annual pilgrimage to Jerusalem or face a drought (Zechariah 14:16-17).  And there shall be no harm done on the holy mountain (Isaiah 65:25).
FINAL BATTLE:
Revelation 20:7-10.  In the blink of an eye, the thousand years passed and John watched as Satan was released from prison.  And God allowed Satan to once again deceive the people of the world.  And Satan will be quite successful in deceiving many who still secretly opposed God, as well as a huge number who want revenge on the believers who had ruled with The Christ.

From the north, east, west, and south the armies of 'Gog' will drive toward Jerusalem.  They plan to attack all the small, peaceful communities of believers, but all of nature will hinder them (Ezekiel 38).  But the Lord will appear on Mt. Zion and protect Jerusalem (Isaiah 31:4-5).  Then God will hurl fire upon the armies, and all sinners will all die (Isaiah 13:9).  Mortals will be more rare than gold (Isaiah 13:12), and the wild animals will feast on the bodies (Ezekiel 39:1-6).

The number of people that will be deceived, and go to war with the army of Gog, will be so great that it would take the Jews months to collect the bones and bury them (Ezekiel 39:11-16) and seven years to destroy all of the weapons (Ezekiel 39:9-10).  But the Devil will already have been thrown into the lake of fire for eternal torment.

GREAT THRONE JUDGMENT:
Revelation 20:11-15.  When John looked back toward heaven, he saw the Great White Throne of God.  And God will be on His throne (Daniel 7:9-10).  The earth and heavens will be swept away (Zephaniah 1:2-3), consumed with fire (2 Peter 3:10-12, Micah 1:4, Zephaniah 1:17-18).  The surface of the earth will be laid waste (Isaiah 24:1-3, Zephaniah 1:3, Isaiah 51:6).  Then both will vanish (Matthew 24:35) and will be forgotten (Isaiah 65:17).  For God will create a new heaven and a new earth (Isaiah 65:17).

The Christ will appear before God and will be given authority over all people (Daniel 7:13-14) to execute justice (Jeremiah 33:14-16) in an eternal kingdom.  Then all people who had died will be brought back to life (Revelation 20:5), both Gentiles and Jews (Zechariah 9:11).  They will stand in the courtyard before the Throne of God.  There they will be judged (Daniel 12:2), and God's plan of salvation will be revealed (1 Peter 1:5).
And the 'books' will be opened (Daniel 7:10).  They are the Book of Deeds [to judge the dead] and the Book of the Lamb [also know as the Book of life (Revelation 13:8)] for the believers.
The twelve apostles will sit on twelve thrones and judge the twelve tribes of Israel (Matthew 19:28) and they are judged according to God's covenant with them (Galatians 3:10).  The righteous (Ezekiel 18:5-9) shall live (Ezekiel 18:19), as shall the wicked that repent (Ezekiel 18:21-22).  They are to do the work of God.  And what is the work of God but to believe in him whom God has sent (John 6:28-29)?  They will serve God forever (Ezekiel 20:40) and Israel will be given a new heart (Ezekiel 36:26-30).
Then God's Justice will be exercised (Isaiah 28:5-6) and the resurrected dead Gentiles will be separated.  On one side will be those who did good to believers, and on the other side are those who did not help the believers (Matthew 25:31-46).  Then the angels will deliver the unrighteous to the lake of fire (Matthew 13:49-50, Malachi 4:1), which is the second death.  Each will die because of their own sin of unbelief (Jeremiah 31:30).
Those whose names are written in the Book of the Lamb, which God has kept from the beginning (Revelation 17:8), will not be judged.  The martyrs are not subject to the second death (Rev 2:11), nor are the other believers (Revelation 20:6).  We are justified apart from Law (Romans 3:28).  We are justified by faith (Romans 5:1).  Though all have sinned and fallen short (Romans 3:23), those who confess Jesus is Lord, and believe that God raised Him, will be saved (Romans 10:9).  No one goes to The Father except by Jesus The Christ (John 14:6).  Not even the angels (Isaiah 24:21-22).  There is no other name by which we must be saved (Acts 4:12).

Then death, the insatiable monster, will be destroyed (1 Corinthians 15:26), swallowed up (1 Corinthians 15:54-55), ended forever (Isaiah 25:7), and thrown into the lake of fire.  And Hades, where the dead were kept, will also be thrown into the lake of fire.

GOD'S ETERNAL KINGDOM:
Revelation 21:1-27, 22:1-27.  God will create a new heaven and a new earth.  A new Jerusalem will appear on the new earth.  YHWH will live among His people and rule from Zion (Isaiah 24:32).  There shall be no tears (Isaiah 25:8), no sorrow, no pain, and no death.  [The foundation of the city of God is Judaism and Christianity, and all acknowledge God as King and we all follow God's commands because we want to (Jeremiah 31:33).]
The city of God will shine like the glory of God.  It will be a cube 1.6 [or 375] miles per side.  Each side has three gates, each guarded by an angel, and each of the twelve gates is named after one of the twelve tribes of Israel (Ezekiel 48:30-35) [I tend to go with Ezekiel's measure.  John's height would put the top of the city 1,500 miles up, and into the Ionosphere].
And the walls of the city are 216 feet tall, and rest on twelve gem foundations [Isaiah 54:11-12], each of which is named after an Apostle of Jesus [Ephesians 2:20].  These gems are the same type of gems the high priest had set in his breastplate [Exodus 28:15-21].

There is no temple in the new Jerusalem, because The Father, The Son, and The Church (His body) (Ephesians 1:21-22) are a living temple.  There is no sun or moon because The Father and The Son are the lights of the city (Isaiah 60:19), drawing others to Jerusalem (Isaiah 60:3), where a nomadic Rechabite will always be in the presence of God (Jeremiah 35:19).  In fact, there will be no day or night (Zechariah 14:7).  Nor is there cold or frost in the city (Zechariah 14:6).  The glory of God is over Jerusalem, like a canopy (Isaiah 4:5-6), as a cloud and fire (Isaiah 4:5-6).

The gates of Jerusalem will never be shut (Isaiah 60:11), and none that come into Jerusalem will be strangers (Joel 3:17).  There will be no more war (Isaiah 2:4), and no violence in the land (Isaiah 60:18), and Jerusalem will not be overthrown ever again (Jeremiah 31:40, Zechariah 14:11), and the wicked shall not invade Judah (Nahum 1:15).  Jerusalem will abide secure (Ezekiel 34:25-31, Zechariah 14:11), and it's neighbors will have respect (Ezekiel 28:24).
On Zion, God will make a feast for all people (Isaiah 25:6).  People will bring the glory, and the wealth (Isaiah 61:6), of the nations to Jerusalem, and in Jerusalem the nations will settle their disputes (Isaiah 2:4).  The wise will "shine" forever (Daniel 12:3).  Though there is evil in the lake of fire, it shall never enter the new Jerusalem.  Only believers may enter.  None shall profane God's name ever again (Ezekiel 39:7).
Canaan will be a land of plenty (Joel 3:18) like the Garden of Eden (Ezekiel 36:35).  A river will flow from God's throne, flow into the city, split in two.  One branch flows west and one branch flows east.
The one flowing eastward flows out of the city and down into the Dead Sea (Joel 3:18).  The Arabah will become a fresh water sea teaming with life (Ezekiel 47:1-12, Zechariah 14:8).  The banks of the river, inside the city, are lined with life giving trees, each of which produces twelve different fruits in sequence.  And the leaves are used to 'heal the nations'.

The Lord alone will be exalted (Isaiah 2:17-18).  The Lord will be king of all the earth (Zechariah 14:9).  The Lord will reign in Jerusalem (Isaiah 24:23) on Zion (Micah 4:7),  and Jesus, an offspring of David (Ezekiel 34:23-24), from Bethlehem (Micah 5:2-4), will be on the throne of Israel forever (Jeremiah 33:17, Ezekiel 37:24-28, Amos 9:15).  And His righteous people shall possess the land forever (Psalm 37:29, Isaiah 60:21).
Revelation 12

Israel, who's name had been Jacob, his wife Rachael (mother of Judah), and the descendents of the 12 tribes (12:1) was suffering in preparation for the coming of God's Messiah (12:2).  There had been many empires.  The seven greatest that caused Israel to suffer, were Egypt, Assyria, Babylon, Media, Persia, Greece and now Rome.  Each, in it's time had worn the crown of "world ruler".  Rome, the current empire, had been ruled by ten emperors since Julius Caesar was assassinated.  They were Augustus, Tiberius, Caligula, Claudius, Nero, Galba, Otho, Vitellius, Vespasian, and Titus (12:3).

Rome had conquered many nations, and then stood poised to absorb Israel's Messiah.  All He need do was claim the kingdoms of the world (12:4).  The Messiah, who would rule all nations, was born in 5 BC and named Jesus.  Jesus did not give in to the temptation to conquer Rome and becoming emperor.  Instead Jesus was crucified and remained faithful to God.  Then God raised Him from the grave and The Christ was assumpted to sit with His Father on The Throne of Heaven (12:5).

Then, in 67 AD, Rome was "forced" to put down the Jewish rebellion.  When Roman armies destroyed Jerusalem in 70 AD, the Zealots fled to the fortress of Masada, where they would remain safe for 3 1/2 years (42 lunar months)(1260 days) (12:6).

I must regress here for a few moments, in order to explain what happened next.  Throughout the Old Testament, one of God's archangels had the task of testing God's people.  His name was Satan (whose name in Hebrew means "the adversary").  His "job" required him to doubt the people of God and to test their veracity.  He learned to question everything.  Eventually he began to question God, and he developed a secret plan to come to power and to rule heaven and earth.  But when Satan tempted God's Son to betray God, and then arranged to have Jesus killed with out asking God's permission, he had gone too far.

God ordered Satan to leave heaven.  Satan chose to fight.  Thus God commanded the archangel Michael to evict Satan and all his followers from heaven (12:7).  Satan was defeated, and lost the privilege of personal access into the presence of God (12:8).

Satan was the deceiver who, as a serpent, had successfully tempted Eve and Adam in the Garden of Eden.  Satan was also known as the Devil (which means "accuser" or "slanderer" in Greek).  Satan, and those who served him, then took up residence on earth (12:9).

Since the reign of Caligula the people of God have been suffering under the authority of Satan.  The people of God have personally defeated Satan through their faith in Christ, through their actions of witnessing, and because when they were faced with torture as followers of Jesus, they would rather die then disavow Jesus (12:10-11).

Satan is no longer restrained, pretending serve God.  He was frustrated and embarrassed, and is now full of anger.  He wants revenge on God, but will have to vent his wrath on the followers of God before God stops him (12:12).

To continue:

When Satan was evicted from heaven, he came to earth and deceived Rome to abuse the followers of YHWH.  Now, after destroying Jerusalem and The Temple in 70 AD, Rome was pursuing rebellious Israel (12:13).  God guided the Zealots to Masada, and the armies of Rome followed.  There they would be trapped, but secure from attack, for 3 1/2 years (12:14).

On orders from Rome, the armies had pursued the Zealots (12:15).  But the natural formations of Masada stopped the army from its desire to assault the Zealots (12:16).  So the Roman armies established a siege and released the majority of their forces to continue to "mop-up" all resistance.  That would include Messianic Jews (who keep the commandments AND believe that Jesus is the Messiah/Christ) (12:17).

Revelation 13

Satan, with influence over nations, and people as numerous as the sands of the sea (12:18), calls forth one nation from among all the 'sea of nations'.  This was the culmination of all the empires that had "ruled the world", and had afflicted Israel, and all the rulers which had ever claimed to be divine (13:1).  Rome is like the Greeks, Persians, and Babylonians combined, but now under the authority of Satan, using the power of Satan, and kneeling to the throne of Satan (13:2).

One emperor, Nero, had been killed by a sword in 68 AD.  Then it was reported that he would return from the underworld.  And though there was disruption in the imperial succession, with three more "emperors" in that one year, the Roman Empire survived.  And the people were surprised that the empire did not collapse into chaos, and they continued to follow the lead of Rome (13:3).

**  And Satan used this rumor about Nero to establish an arch-Christ [anti-Christ], to mimic the death and resurrection of Jesus Christ.**

The Imperial Cult of emperor worship, and the worship of Roma (the city of Rome) grew so influential that it came to virtually rule the empire.  Thus the people of the empire came to worship Roma and the emperor, and thus to worship Satan.  No nation can compete with the Roman Empire (13:4).

When the Roman armies had conquered Jerusalem they established their banners in the temple area and declared the emperor to be the god of Israel, the Romans would continue to exercise authority over Israel for 3 1/2 years (13:5).  The Romans never ceased to demand that the people admit that Caesar was their god while cursing and making fun of God and the people of God (13:6).

Meanwhile, the armies gained control of Canaan and to put an end to the rebellion.  So the Zealots and all rebellious Jews, including some of the Messianic Jews, were hunted.  And in 73 AD the Roman armies forced their way into the Masada fortress and found the Zealots already dead (13:7).

And those who recognized that the Roman Empire and the Imperial Cult were Satanic were the only ones who did not worship the emperor and Roma (13:8).  In this way the world will be purified.  The true followers of YHWH need to endure it in faith (13:9-10).

As Rome destroyed Jerusalem, the priests and bureaucrats of the empire began to seriously enforce the Imperial Cult of emperor worship.  Just as Pergamum and Ephesus, in Roman Asia, had wholeheartedly embraced the Imperial Cult in the land to the north, so Canaan was now expected to worship Satan, and speak the same message of emperor worship (13:11).

The Imperial Cult had finally reached the point that it had the authority that an emperor had, and it used that authority to try to make the emperor a puppet, with the cult priests "pulling the strings".  The cult encouraged the spread of the rumor that Nero had been returned from the dead and, would one day soon, return to power (13:12).

The priests tricked the people with 'miracles' and 'signs', even to the point of mimicking OT prophets (13:13).  And once the cult has deceived the populace, they encouraged the building of statues, like the many of Nero throughout the empire, of the 'emperor gods' and required that the populace offer "worship" to the images (13:14).  Then the priests encouraged the people to seek advice from the statues.  And the priests would "speak the words" of the god's response.  And sometimes the statues would "inform" the populace to spy out, and persecute, those who would not worship the 'emperor god' (13:15).

??

The cult required that anyone in a guild, or anyone who did business, would have to show proof that they were an "emperor worshiper" in good standing.  Your loyalty comes from your head, but was expressed by your right hand sprinkling the incense offering to the image of Caesar.  Then, when they properly offered their "worship", a certificate would be marked with the "seal" of the emperor Nero (13:16-18).

Revelation 17

John was given a vision of judgment on the Imperial Cult, Roma, an evil that influences many (17:1), which the emperors have allowed as an excuse to allow them to do evil (17:2).  The Roman empire, which is the worst of all the empires  put together, and whose rulers dare call themselves 'divine' (17:3), is controlled by Roma, the Imperial Cult, which presents itself with pomp and ceremony as though it were the royal ruler.  But in reality the idolatry and sexual promiscuity permeate everything (17:4).

Like a prostitute who wears her name on a headband, Roma has declared itself to be the worst whore in history, because of the way the cult demands that ALL must worship the emperors as gods.  We may call this evil Imperial Cult "Babylon", but it is really Roma, the city of Rome (17:5).

Rome is out of control, and has persecuted and abused both the Jews and the believers, and is guilty of slaughtering the innocent (17:6).

John was amazed that God would allow such an evil organization to persecute His righteous people (17:7).

The empire under Augustus and Tiberius was tolerable, but once Satan took control and made the Roma cult and the Roman Empire the tool of his vengeance, they have descended into the pit of depravity.  One day soon the Roman Empire will take control away from the Roma cult, but it will be too late.  Rome will still be destroyed by God.  And the non-believers will be amazed when Rome is destroyed (17:8).

Rome is controlled by the Roma cult, as were the emperors (17:9).  The emperors that persecuted the followers of YHWH, Caligula, Claudius, Nero, Vespasian, and Titus have died.  Domitian is the current emperor.  There will be one more emperor, but he will only rule for a short time (17:10).

Nero will then return, but will eventually be destroyed (17:11).  Nero will be joined by ten rulers, from outside the empire, to whom Rome has not 'given' authority.  Nero will promise them Roman support, and they will join forces for a short time (17:12).  All will follow Nero, as the ruler of the Roman Empire (17:13).  They will attempt to slaughter the followers of Jesus, but will fail (17:14).

The Roma cult rules many (17:15), but Nero and the ten rulers will slaughter the cult priests, divide the plunder, and leave the temples exposed to further attacks (17:16).

For it is the will of God to destroy the Roma cult in this fashion (17:17).  Roma and Rome will be destroyed (17:18).
